AGREEMENT No. 0386/00-12-0__
on customs brokerage services

Alpha Ust-Luga, a limited liability company (Certificate of Entry into the Customs Broker Register No. 0386/00 of September 2, 2011), represented by General Director Lomakina Sofia Fedorovna acting in accordance with the Charter, hereinafter referred to as "CUSTOMS BROKER", on the one hand, and  ____________________________________________________, represented by __________________________________, acting in accordance with the Charter, hereinafter referred to as "CUSTOMER", on the other hand, collectively referred to as "PARTIES" and individually referred to as "PARTY", have concluded this Agreement on the following:
1. SCOPE OF AGREEMENT
1.1. The customs broker shall act in accordance with the Customs Code of the Customs Union, the Customs Code of the Russian Federation and any other applicable regulations of the Russian Federation and agrees to carry out customs procedures on behalf of the CUSTOMER and at CUSTOMER’S expense to ensure customs registrations of CUSTOMER’s goods and vehicles moved across the Russian Federation border by any way and/or perform any other agency responsibilities falling within the customs registration business related to customs broker activities and/or contemplated by this Agreement. 
2. RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTIES
2.1. The responsibilities of the CUSTOMS BROKER hereunder shall include the following operations related to goods and vehicles of the CUSTOMER:
2.1.1. complete and file declarations of goods and submit documents and details requiremed for customs registration purposes to the customs authorities of the Russian Federation;
2.1.2. present the declared goods upon the requirement of the Russian customs authority;
2.1.3. ensure payments of customs fees and other charges contemplated by the Customs Code of the Russian Federation and/or Tax Code of the Russian Federation (hereinafter, tax and other charges) related to the declared goods and vehicles of the CUSTOMER; 
2.1.4. carry out customs operations and procedures under the customs laws of the Russian Federation;
2.1.5. after release of goods, provide the CUSTOMER with the following documents: a copy of the customs declaration, customs value declaration and the invoice; and 
2.1.6. make any other efforts for customs clearance stipulated and/or permitted by the customs laws of the Russian Federation in relation to any customs operations required for placing goods under the customs treatment or any other customs procedure.
2.2. For the purpose of any customs operations, the CUSTOMS BROKER shall have the same rights as the CUSTOMER in dealing with the customs bodies. 
2.3.  The responsibilities of the CUSTOMER under this Agreement shall include: 
· submit valid information and documents required for customs registration of goods consignment(s) in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation at least two days before presenting goods and vehicles for customs clearance and controls; and the CUSTOMS BROKER shall define the need to submit particular information;
· provide any additional information upon request of the Russian customs authorities in accordance with the applicable customs laws within the timeframe stipulated by the customs authorities;
· make any exhaustive efforts to remedy any incompleteness, invalidity, unlawfulness or ineffectiveness identified by the CUSTOMS BROKER in the documents and information required for customs purposes and submitted by the CUSTOMER;

· be fully responsible for validity of documents and information submitted to the CUSTOMS BROKER;

· make timely and full payment of customs and any other charges before the commencement of customs registration of goods and vehicles as set forth in this Agreement and the applicable laws of the Russian Federation and submit the document confirming such payment to the CUSTOMS BROKER;

· pay for the services of the CUSTOMS BROKER and reimburse the CUSTOMS BROKER for all documented costs incurred by the CUSTOMER in performing its duties under the customs laws of the Russian Federation or this Agreement;
· comply with all conditions of and restrictions on the use and disposal of goods and vehicles which have passed the customs clearance; and
· make any other efforts following from the relations and obligations of the PARTIES as they are defined by the provisions of this Agreement.
3. FINANCIAL CONDITIONS AND PAYMENTS
3.1. The CUSTOMER shall make all required payments relative to the declared goods and vehicles before the customs registration of goods and vehicles as set forth in the applicable laws of the Russian Federation. The CUSTOMER may pay money required for customs and any other charges hereunder independently or transfer cash to the current account of the CUSTOMS BROKER, provided consent of the latter. In the latter case, when the above funds are credited to the account of the CUSTOMS BROKER, it shall independently pay customs or any other charges as set forth in the applicable customs law of the Russian Federation. 

3.2. The CUSTOMS BROKER services shall be paid by the CUSTOMER under tariffs agreed upon by the PARTIES (Appendices to this Agreement) within three (3) days after the date of issuing invoices by the CUSTOMS BROKER and submitting the original invoices and the service completion certificate. The above bills, invoices and the service completion certificate shall be files by the CUSTOMS BROKER within five (5) calendar days from the date of customs registration.
3.3. Any extraordinary expenses incurred by the CUSTOMS BROKER in any violation by the CUSTOMER of its obligations under the customs laws of the Russian Federation or this Agreement shall be reimbursed by the CUSTOMER within three (3) days after the CUSTOMS BROKER delivers any supporting documents and issues the relevant invoice to the CUSTOMER. 

3.4. In case of any customs value updates, the CUSTOMER shall pay such additional customs fees and taxes within two (2) working days from the date of notice given to it by the CUSTOMS BROKER.

3.5. In case of any adjustments in the customs value, the CUSTOMER shall pay any additional customs fees and taxes within two (2) working days of the date of notice given by the CUSTOMS BROKER.
3.6. If the amounts due are specified in foreign currency, all payments hereunder shall be made in rubles at the exchange rate of the Bank of Russia at the date of payment by the CUSTOMER. The date of crediting money to the current account of the CUSTOMS BROKER shall be the date of payment.
3.7. The CUSTOMS BROKER may pay any customs and other charges for the customs registration of goods and vehicles of the CUSTOMER by using customs bank cards of the CUSTOMS BROKER.
4. LIABILITY OF PARTIES
4.1. For failure to perform and/or improper performance of their obligations hereunder, the PARTIES shall be liable in accordance with the applicable laws of the Russian Federation.
4.2. the customs broker shall be liable for:

·  improper customs registration of CUSTOMER’s goods and vehicles in accordance with the customs laws of the Russian Federation; and 
· any delay in the performance of its services, unless such delay is related to actions (failure to act) of the government bodies.
4.3. The CUSTOMER shall be liable for submitting to the CUSTOMS BROKER any invalid, unlawful and/or incomplete documents and information and for any breach of this Agreement in terms of customs fees payment. The CUSTOMER shall reimburse the CUSTOMS BROKER for all penalties imposed on the CUSTOMS BROKER by any authorized government bodies under the Administrative Offences Code of the Russian Federation due to any invalid, unlawful and/or incomplete documents and information submitted to the CUSTOMS BROKER through the fault of the CUSTOMER. The CUSTOMER shall pay such compensation within three (3) working days from the date of the relevant claim with enclosed certifying documents filed by the CUSTOMS BROKER.
5. CONFIDENTIALITY
5.1. The Parties shall guarantee each other to keep confidential any information received by one PARTY from another or which becomes known to them during the performance of this Agreement. The terms and conditions of this Agreement and information shared between the PARTIES in relation hereto shall be confidential.

5.2. Information related to any business, commercial or any other secret protected by law and CUSTOMER’s confidential information shall not be in any way disclosed by the CUSTOMS BROKER, transferred to any third parties and government bodies, unless it is stipulated by the laws of the Russian Federation.
6. FORCE-MAJEURE
6.1. If any circumstances where any of the PARTIES fails to perform its obligations hereunder, in full or in part, arise, caused by force-majeure circumstance, namely: fire, acts of the elements, military operations of any nature, blockade, export or import ban, and enactment by the government bodies of any statutory acts preventing the PARTIES from performance of their obligations hereunder, the timeline for such obligations shall be extended in proportion to the time of duration of such circumstances. 
6.2. If the duration of such circumstances exceeds three (3) months, each of the PARTIES may refuse to perform its obligations under this Agreement, and in this case, neither PARTY shall be entitled to claim any possible damages.
6.3. The PARTY for which it is impossible to perform its obligations under this Agreement due to the duration of any force-majeure circumstances shall give a written notice to the other PARTY of the commencement of such circumstances no later than within seven (7) days from the date when such force-majeure circumstances arise.

7. CONFLICT RESOLUTION
7.1. If any disputes between the PARTIES arise under this Agreement or in connection with it, the PARTIES shall make efforts to settle such disputes by negotiations.
7.2. If the PARTIES fail to arrive at any agreement, the dispute shall be referred to the Arbitrage Court of Saint-Petersburg and the Leningrad Region as appropriate.
8. DURATION, AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT
8.1. This Agreement shall become effective from _____________ and shall be initially valid until December 31, 2012. If neither party claims termination of this Agreement or its intention to amend its terms and conditions within fourteen (14) days before the expiry date hereof, this Agreement shall be automatically extended for the next calendar year.
8.2. Each PARTY may unilaterally early terminate this Agreement by giving a written notice to the other PARTY of such termination no later than within 14 calendar days prior to the termination date.
8.3. Each PARTY may unilaterally terminate this Agreement, if it has any reasonable grounds to believe that actions or failure to act by another PARTY are improper and may result in liability in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.
8.4. Any amendments and addenda to this Agreement shall be deemed valid, only if signed by the authorized persons and executed in compliance with the rules set forth in the laws of the Russian Federation.

9. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS
9.1. In order to perform this Agreement, the CUSTOMS BROKER may upon CUSTOMER’S assignment make any efforts and carry out any necessary customs activities for the customs registration of goods and vehicles for the benefit of the CUSTOMER.
9.2. Upon the execution of this Agreement, all previous negotiations and communication hereunder shall become null and void.
9.3. Neither PARTY shall transfer its rights and obligations under this Agreement to any third parties without a prior written consent of another PARTY. 
9.4. This Agreement is executed in two originals of equal legal force, one for each PARTY. 

9.5. In all matters not expressly set forth in this Agreement, the PARTIES shall be governed by the applicable laws of the Russian Federation. 
9.6. Any communication, request or any other document sent by one PARTY to another PARTY under this Agreement shall be made in writing and served upon receipt to an authorized representative of the PARTY, delivered by registered mail with acknowledged receipt or sent by fax with electronic confirmation of receipt, provided further service of the original communication. 
9.7. This Agreement may be any time amended or expanded upon consent of the PARTIES. Any amendments and addenda to this Agreement shall be valid only if made in writing and signed by the authorized representatives of the PARTIES.
